Parish Law). CATS: FVRCP-C, Rabies (as required by EBR Parish Law). If your pet has evidence of
fleas or intestinal parasites, we will treat with Capstar and Drontal.

Personal Items: When your pet arrives at the hospital, we will remove and label leashes and pronged
collars. Please clearly label all other personal belongings such as pet carriers, bedding, toys, etc.
